Chronicle Dogs is a unique Dog Training and Operations Management System designed by police officers for   
police officers to encompass all aspects of Dog work across a force and or region.

Licensing overview 
 
The licensing overview enables you to instantly see your capacity and capability in relation to all your dog             
specialisms in your force. How many dog and handler teams are licenced, in what specialisms, length of time left 
on licence etc. 
 
Dog training overview 
 
View how much Training and Licencing has been delivered over any given period of time including numbers of      
students and instructors. This enables you to produce accurate cost plans and assists to plan future training 
needs. 
 
Dog bite reports 
 
This provides the ability to display statistical data on all or selected dog bites that have occurred enabling you to 
see how many dog bites has the force had, by which dog and handler team during what types of incidents etc. 
You can compare statistical data from previous months or even years. Hyperlinks can be used to access long 
medical reports about any dog bite incident. 
 
Kennel to grave records 
 
Each dog has an easy to view history starting with where they came from, when they joined the force, what   
training they have had, which handlers they have had where they went upon retiring and lots more. This is easily 
recover able for any freedom of information requests. 
 
Tasking 
 
View all tasking reports for every dog and handler. This data is then retrievable to provide you with statistical 
data on how many hours each team has spent on tasking, any arrests, stop checks etc. Once collated, reports 
are then    available in relation to how many person hours have the dog section contributed to any particular task 
including   numbers of arrests, stop checks and intelligence reports submitted.
